Recognizing joy amidst grief can feel unmooring. This can show up in that first moment

you laugh after losing a loved one or that first feeling of levity after a breakup. While it

may feel unsettling, there is something beautiful in it as well. Beautiful because God

gives us the capacity to feel both of these things, even at the same time. 

We try to separate these two emotions; however, I think to fully appreciate them, we

have to experience them both. Grief comes in all shapes and sizes just like people. It is

experienced in wildly different ways for each person. Yet it is one of the experiences

that connects us as humans. This makes me think of Romans 12:15 to “Rejoice with those

who rejoice and mourn with those who mourn.” We are called to share with one another,

not just the highs or lows, but even the mundane everyday things in between as well. 

This is a lesson I try to remember; to be fully loved is to allow others to love you. We

must make room for people to care for us, even when it is uncomfortable. We tend to

feel like we are burdens on those around us. And you know what, sometimes we are.

But that is okay. That is life, and living with others, and being in community. If we do

not allow ourselves to burden others, then we are missing out on an immense amount

of love and care that people have the capacity to express. 

We tend to see this love and care during times of loss and “large” griefs; however, I have

found that we have to do this on a daily basis with those around us. We are not

responsible for everyone’s emotions, and if we practice what we preach as believers

then our job is to love everyone. To love those who are having a hard day because they

feel run down by the weather, to love those who are struggling to get along with

coworkers, to love those who we would rather not like. Like Romans 12:15 tells us, we

need to come alongside those around us and meet them where they are at, whether

that is rejoicing or mourning. 

I hope you take some time this spring to let those around you know how you are, to

allow others to flex their “muscle” of compassion. To allow yourself to be vulnerable

with your community. To welcome the duality of joy amidst grief.

So, when that first laugh feels like it’s drifting you out to sea, let it. We weren't meant to

stay anchored in sadness alone; we were meant to be unmoored together.
